Hundreds of miles of large diameter water transmission lines are buried underground in the 
greater Houston area. A few of these critical lines and even fewer have suffered previous 
catastrophic failures, disrupted services to key areas of the city yet remain in service today. This 
has been made possible through the City’s flexibility with contracting bid packages and 
developing new transmission line projects that include rehabilitation to adjacent or other 
impacted lines at the same time.
